The text 
inside the border “P. O. / Baton Rouge, La. / 5 / J. McCormick” is the same as that used for the 
5c Maltese cross border stamps.  
 
 
The plate consisted of two horizontal rows of five subjects. The stamps were printed at the 
offices of the Baton Rouge Daily Gazette & Comet.
