The Forsyth provisionals were prepared by using the office “PAID / 3” and “5” markings to stamp 
envelopes. 
 
Provisional E01 was used in the relatively short period before the takeover of the mail service by 
the Confederacy when the Fort Valley ran out of stamps. 
 
The Confederate revalued “5” is considered a provisional only because it revalues the 3c 
provisional marking left over from the after secession period. To date there is no evidence there 
was a Confederate 5c provisional.
