The Iuka provisional was prepared by handstamping envelopes with a specially prepared 
marking.

Fake 
 
There are dangerous fakes of the Iuka provisional marking and postmark. Characteristics of the 
fake provisional marking make it easy to identify. The bottom left leg of the “A” in “I-U-KA” is 
normally missing below the cross bar. If the leg does extend to the base line the left serif is 
missing on the left leg. The bottom right leg of the “A” is missing the left serif. The “C” of “CTS” 
is malformed and the stem of the “T” is short. 
 
A fake postmark is often seen with the fake provisional marking. The fake postmark has no 
period after “IUKA” and the state abbreviation is spelled “MISS” instead of “Miss” and there is no 
period after it.
