The different markings are identified by the Confederate States of American (CSA) Catalog 
and Handbook Stampless Type. The letters “X, Y, and Z,” are used to designate added items 
not in the CSA Catalog. The absence of a CSA Catalog Type in the illustrations above indicates 
that item is not included in the census.
